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Hey! Thanks for joining in on the fun with

this study. I hope and pray that through

this study you will learn more about

yourself and God. I hope and pray that

your relationship with God deepens

after this. 

During this study, we will be looking at

Mary and Joseph together. After the

first small part of this study, it’s your

turn. You will be encouraged to study

all of the well known characters in

“The Christmas Story” and reflecting on

their life decisions and heart postures.

We will be observing each of them and

looking at the example that they have

set before us. Let’s dive right in! 
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Read Matthew 1:18-25

 

Observations

⁃        Summarize. In your own words, summarize what is going on in

this passage. 

⁃        Put yourself in Joseph and Mary’s shoes. Think about what

emotions they each possibly had in this situation. 

⁃        How did Joseph react before he knew that Mary was

pregnant by the power of the Holy Spirt? 

⁃        How did Joseph react after he found out the truth?

 

Personal Reflection 

⁃        How would I personally react toward God if an angel

suddenly appeared to me and told me I was with child by the Holy

Spirit. Not only that, but I am going to be the mother of the

Messiah? Would I be as Mary was - obedient and trusting? Would I

doubt God? Would I be scared?

⁃        How would I personally react if I were in the same position

as Joseph was? Would I be as obedient and just toward God and

Mary? How would I behave/react? 

⁃        How do my answers to these two questions reflect my

relationship with God? Do these answers show that I am close

and intimate with God, or am I distant? 

⁃        Ponder on these questions for a few moments.
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Read Matthew 2:13-15

 

⁃        Summarize (in your own words) what is happening in this

passage. 

⁃        How did Joseph react to God’s message in his dream? 

⁃        What good came from Joseph’s obedience? (You may have to

read 2:1-17 for the overall details.) 

 

Read Matthew 2:19-23

⁃        Summarize (in your own words) what is happening in this

passage? 

⁃        What was the angel’s message for Joseph? 

⁃        How did Joseph react to the angel’s message? 

⁃        What good came from Joseph’s obedience this time?

 

Personal Reflection 

Read John 14:15, 1 John 5:3, Deuteronomy 10:12-13, John 14:23-24

⁃        After reading these verses, how do we show God our love

for Him? 

⁃        That being said, should we obey God out of obligation or out

of desire? 

⁃        With this knowledge of biblical obedience, what do you think

this shows us of Mary and Joseph’s relationship with God and

faith in God?

⁃        Talk to God. Talk to Him about anything and everything that

comes to mind in reference to all of the things you have just

observed in each of the passages above. This is the most

important part. So don’t skip it.

After reading each passage, summarize the passage in your own

words. Then, write down each “main character” mentioned in the

passage. Ask similar questions to the ones asked in  the first part

of this Bible study guide - questions about the characters

behaviors and reactions toward God. Also, observe God’s

behaviors and reactions toward the character (if this is

mentioned in the passage). Once you have done these things,

reflect on yourself. Ask yourself how you would react in that

same situation. Reflect on your relationship with God, asking God

to show you what you need to be shown about yourself and more

importantly, what you need to be shown about God. Talk with Him

for however long you need to. I hope and pray that this study

reaches the deepest parts of your hearts and minds, leading you

to worship God with your life. 
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
